If student
wish to undertake practical education at an
institution with which the faculty has not yet signed
an agreement, he or she shall inquire whether the
institution is ready to participate in the practical
education in the work environment. If the institution
is willing to cooperate and if the institution assigns a
mentor, the student informs the practical training
coordinator who sends the appropriate agreement to
the institution for signature.

The student participates in the work of the mentoring
organization for 155 hours. Practical education in a
mentoring organization can be conducted for 4
weeks, 40 hours per week or longer than 4 weeks if
working less than 40 hours per week. The exact term
of the practical education is determined by the
mentoring organization together with the student
and defined in the Contract on practical education in
the work environment.

Each student is assigned a mentor at the mentoring
institution who is responsible for overseeing and
directing his or her work. The mentor is from an
organization where practical education is provided.
The mentor must have at least a university degree,
i.e. level VII/2 and must be by profession univ. dipl.
psychologist (according to the old study program) or
master of psychology (according to the new study
program). The mentor may, inter alia, carry out
pedagogical, school-counseling, personnel, clinical,
research activities. Practical education in a mentoring
organization is based on an individual program
prepared by the mentor.
